Scottville Farmer’s Market Guidelines and Rules
The Scottville Main Street Program office, located at 111 S Main St  [Within Carr Communications] Scottville, Michigan manages the Scottville Farmer’s Market. The office phone number is 1-231-757-9674.

The Market is open to the public on Saturdays; weather permitting, 9am to 1pm from the 2nd Saturday in May thru the 2nd Saturday in October. 

The Market is located in the City of Scottville’s West Public parking lot.

Located on W. State Street. 

1. Saleable goods may include but are not limited to fresh grown fruits, vegetables, flowers, plants, eggs, baked goods, honey, spices, syrups, jams and jellies.  (NOTE:  If selling food items other than fresh uncut fruit or vegetables, VENDOR MUST PROVIDE   a copy of their Dept of Agriculture license stating food was prepared in a licensed facility. VENDORS must also display a copy at their designated slot. This is also required of nonprofit groups.

2. Vendors are encouraged to display their prices.

3. Project Fresh coupons and EBT cards are welcome.

4. Artisans, crafters selling handmade items are welcome as vendors.

5. There are no limits on numbers of vendors selling the same type of item.

6. Vendor designated slots are approximately 20 ft wide by 14 ft deep in size with vendor items needing to be contained within their allotted slot.

7. Vendor’s slots across the North end of the Market (parallel to State Street) are not allowed except on special market days as determined by the Market manager. On those days, those vendors will need to find parking for their vehicle outside of the Market area.

8. Seasonal vendors are requested to be in their assigned space by 8:45 am. To avoid having their slot assigned to another vendor for the day, you must notify the Market Manager by 8:30 am of your intent to be there but are unavoidably detained.

9. Seasonal vendor slots maybe assigned to another vendor if the original vendor does not attend the market for 4 weeks without notifying the Market Manager.

10.  Unused paid seasonal slots may not be sublet or used for free by another vender (related or not). 

11.  Vendors are encouraged if possible to remain at the market until closing time.

12.  Seasonal vendors are asked to notify Market Manager by Thursday each week if they will not be at the market on any particular Saturday(s).

13.  Vendors may stay ½ hour beyond closing time if customers are still purchasing.

14.  The market area is PET FREE (except for service dogs).

15.  The market area is SMOKE FREE.

16.  Children must be at least 16 years of age to act as a vendor without adult supervision.

17.  Vendors will be courteous toward each other, customers and the Market Manager

18.  Vendors and customers will refer market rule violation concerns to the Market Manager for resolution:

a) The Market Manager will attempt to the resolve conflict with 1 verbal warning.

b) The Market Manager will issue a written warning to the person(s) if the same conflict (violation) continues that day or on succeeding market days.

c) If conflict continues, the Market manager reserves the right to advise the vendor(s) involved that they will no longer be able to participate at the market for the remainder of the season. If the conflict involves a customer, the Manager will ask the customer to leave the Market.

d)  Should a vendor be unhappy with the outcome of the complaint process, they are welcome to file a written complaint, for a $10.00 processing fee. 3 members of the Scottville Main Street Economic Restructuring Committee will hear the complaint. The 3 members will decide the disposition of the complaint.
